lodgings. Discover the Corpus Christi church which was once the main synagogue in
Segovia; the Didactic Center of the Jewish quarter, located in Abral@risSsouse;

San Andres Gate, in the medieval walls of Segovia, from where magnificent views of the
Jewish cemetery can be seen; and the Museum of Segovia, placed in a fortification of the
wall known as House of the Surunch in Seguia.
